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   Yet although President Kennedy's legislation was enacted into law, immigration discrimination has not ended, only the countries involved have changed.    Thus any type of amnesty for illegal aliens would increase the current discrimination against legal immigrants. "Earned legalization" does not send illegal aliens to the back of the immigration line. "Earned legalization" would instead add the $4400 Earned Income Credit and in-state college tuition to the benefits illegal aliens already receive ahead of legal immigrants.

Comprehensive Immigration Reform

   True Comprehensive Immigration Reform would place the interests of the American people and legal immigrants ahead of illegal aliens and businesses that employ them, and also return the USA to a system of equal opportunity immigration. This requires that:

1. All immigration laws be enforced. At a minimum these enforcement measures should include: 
  A) Businesses should be required to check the validity and true identity of new employees Social Security or work permit numbers.
  B) Local and state law enforcement officers should verify the immigration status of everyone they apprehend. Every illegal alien they apprehend should be   detained and transferred to the Homeland Security Departments ICE division for deportation processing. 

2. Children born to illegal aliens, guest workers, and visitors in the U.S. not be given automatic U.S. citizenship. The U.S. is totally out of step with the rest of the world in this regard. 

3. The long waiting times created by past amnesties be reduced.

4. Any new guest worker program only includes foreigners from outside the United States, not illegal aliens inside the U.S.

We acknowledge that the rights of immigrants including those waiting outside the USA, were granted to them by the American people. However once these rights are granted they should not be fully or partly taken away and given to illegal aliens. To be crystal clear, this is because: "Illegal aliens are not immigrants, they are foreign intruders"  

As legal immigrants of all nationalities we are weary of US Government policies and legislation which gives preferential treatment to illegal aliens, treatment which legal immigrants do not receive. To separate reality from propaganda in this debate, the use of correct definitions is required: 

Alien - Any person not a citizen or national of the United States. (1) 

Immigrant - An alien who has been granted the right by the US government to reside permanently in the United States and to work without restrictions in the United States. Also known as a Lawful Permanent Resident (LPR). (1)

Illegal alien - An alien who has entered the country illegally or is residing in the United States illegally after entering legally (for example, entering on a tourist visa and remaining after the visa expires). (1) 

Intruder - To force oneself upon others without being asked or welcomed. (2) 

We started this organization because until now the rights of legal immigrants have largely been left out of the debate on immigration reform. The reality is most legal immigrants strongly oppose illegal immigration, and the legalization of illegal aliens, because these policies discriminate against them

Yet many groups and politicians that support illegal aliens and amnesty for them have gone so far as to call illegal aliens "immigrants". Not only is this done without the permission or agreement of most legal immigrants, it offends and insults them. Legal immigrants fill out stacks of forms, endure numerous medical tests, pay thousands of dollars, and wait up to a decade or more before being allowed to enter the US. All of this is done to ensure they are a net benefit to America. Illegal alien don't do any of this because for a most part they are a net drain on America. 

 Many of the organizations and politicians who claim to be "pro immigrant" are in fact pro illegal alien. They advocate for putting illegal aliens ahead of legal immigrants. Compared to most legal immigrants waiting overseas for an entry visa, illegal aliens have a high paying job, access to US health care, plus any babies they have are granted automatic US Citizenship and all it's benefits. Thus simply by being allowed to reside in the US, illegal aliens are placed ahead of legal immigrants. The only way to put legal immigrants first is to insist illegal aliens return to their country of origin, where they can apply and wait their turn to enter like legal immigrants do.

Waiting Times    A large percentage of legal immigrants enter under the family preference categories. The following chart shows how the waiting times for these categories has increased over the past 20 years.
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Past amnesties for illegal aliens have greatly increased the number of people applying to enter under these categories, and this is the primary reason the waiting times have increased. Thus amnesty for illegal aliens actually decreases legal immigration, as the amnestied illegal aliens and the relatives they sponsor crowd legal immigrants out of these categories.

One sad result of these increased waiting times is thousands of legal immigrants die before receiving their permission to enter the US. For example, this Pakistani woman recently wrote to us: 

"My sister-in-law applied for our US immigration in 1996. But unfortunately my husband has died.  I want to know that me and my childrens are eligible to get immigration." Ms. Masood


Since her husband was the primary sponsored person, now it will be very difficult for them to immigrate to the US. In fact it is estimated 10,000 immigrants die each year overseas waiting for a green card to become available, they never even had the opportunity to set foot in the USA.

Orphan Children Overseas  There are many thousands of English speaking orphans like the ones below in orphanages overseas who have willing sponsors in the USA. But the US government puts many roadblocks in their way, keeping them from coming to the US for many years. Yet at the same time the US government lets illegal aliens and their children enter the US relatively easily across unsecured borders.

Amnesty Discriminates Based on Origin
  As can be seen from the first chart below, most potential U.S. immigrants are Asian, they outnumber the rest of the world combined. However as the second chart shows, most foreigners illegally present in the U.S. are from Latin America. Thus legalization of illegal aliens would discriminate based on origin. In fact illegal immigration benefits 30 Latin Americans for every non-Latin American beneficiary.  Thus any type of amnesty for illegal aliens would be the opposite of what President John Kennedy advocated in 1963, when he asked Congress to eliminate discrimination created by the then existing National Origins Quota Immigration policy by saying the following: 

"Elimination of Discrimination Based on National Origins .... The use of a national origins system is without basis in either logic or reason. ..... such a system is an anachronism, for it discriminates among applicants for admission into the United States on the basis of accident of birth." 
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President Kennedy also said: 

"natives of no one country should receive over 10 percent of the total quota
numbers authorized in any one year. This will insure that the pattern of
immigration is not distorted by excessive demand from any one country."
